Now why is that? What on earth makes these
discoveries so important?

This piece examines the need for new major
discoveries and what it can do to your bank-
account.

As John Brigde (senior gold analyst JP Morgan) said:

If you ae lucky enough to buy into an exploration company that makes a
discoveryyou can effectively buy your own auto teller machine. Some of these
things ae just phenomenally pfitable.

Decline in gold production only getting worse.

Two high profile gold industry leaders rang the alarm bells lately
regarding future mine supply:

DRDGold chief executive officer Mark Wellesley-Wood in the
company'’s latest investor newsletter (Nov 05):

Global gold production is set to decline dramatically ov er the next
four y ears and this is set to generate a scramble for gold ounces.
END.

Newmont President Pierre Lassonde:
Bloomberg quoted him (Nov ember 27, 2005):

“W orldwide gold production lasty ear had the largest decline in 39
years, Lassonde said.”

“The decline in output will continue “for at least another couple of
years simply because the industry didn’t put money back into the
ground when the gold price w as very low,” Lassonde said”

We've seen SouthAfrica’s gold production falling of a cliff last tw o
years, it's gold production reached a 80 year low recently...

For many years people hawe been warning for the current decline. One
of the strongest warnings came from Barrick’s Exploration VP Alex
Davidson who said in March 2003:

“Big mining companies need to spend more on exploration, or else, at
current annual production rates, reserv es will be depleted in 10 years,
he said. It can take six to eight years between making a discovery and
starting mine production, and “w e’re not currently funding
exploration at a level required to replace reserves.”

Majors scrambling for new gold reserves

You would think that higher gold prices w ould solv e the issue since more
money would be spend on exploration then. Well, although there’s money

heading towards the exploration sector these days indeed it won't be of

any help in the short term.. Why not? Because it takes years from

exploration to production. Barrick CEO Gregg W ilkins said:

The average lead time for a large discovery to go on-stream with
production w as around five to sewen years but that seven to 10 years
was probably more realistic. “. “The industry isn’ t going to be able to
respond immediately to higher gold prices. It is going to take a long

time.”

So there it is, the industry isn't going to be able to respond immediately
to higher gold prices. How come? Simple, during the 1997 — 2002 period
exploration budgets w ere cut by 67% so the mining industry is still
relying on discov eries that were made many years ago. Lets first take a
peek at the major discoveries being made ower the last 25 years:

As you can see almost no vorld class discoveries have been made since
the mid nineties and only a v ery few large discoveries since the late
nineties..

According to Newmont’ s president Pierre Lassonde it will take another
18 — 24 months before ve will see new discoveries in the five million
ounce range..

But hey, the major producers are each pulling each 4 — 7 millions of gold
out of the ground ev ery year and no major discoveries are going to be
made in the short term, so tell me, how are they going to replace those
mined reserves?

Well, the answer is simple, they cant!

Industry consultant Ralph Bullis ev en fears that the large gold
producers won't even survive at current extraction rates over the ... next
fiv e to ten years. His calculation is straight forw ard, he says that the top
5 Gold producers are each pulling each between 3.5 million and 7
million ounces out of the ground ev ery year. In order to keep up with
the current production rate the miners need to replace their mined-out
reserves through Exploration . But that's exactly the problem. In order
to replace 3.5 - 7 million ounces of Gold each yar you'll hav e to find a
major world class gold deposit ( > 5 million ounce) each year which is
highly unlikely . Bullis refers to the U.S. Geological Suney’s database of
global gold deposits and notice that of the 792 discoweries listed of
greater than 100,000 ounces, only 6 percent contained 5 million ounces
of gold or more.

Bullis goes on and says that ewen if a big discovery is made, it can take
anything betw een three and 10 years to permit a mine in Canada and
the United States, prospective areas where the major miners are looking
for gold. This is in line with earlier comments from Piere Lassonde and
Greg Wilkins who made it clear that the Gold Industry isn’ t going to

respond immediately to higher Gold prices.

(Ralph Bullis was Exploration Director of Echo Bay Mines for more
than a decade and was a member of the Canadian Institute of Mining
committee, which helped set up guidelines on how to estimate mineral
resources and resenes)

Don't let you fool y ourself by analysts claiming that there’'s no problem
at all. They argue that there’s still 30.000 tonnes of gold left in the
ground so gold producers can produce for another 10 years at current
production rates thereby giving them plenty of time to explore for new
reserves...They fail however to recognize that most of the easy ore has
been mined already and that not all ore-reserves will be mined anyhow
(last remaining reserves become too difficult and too expensive to
mine). A good case in point was the Homestake Mine in South Dakota,
which w as shut down with a large base of ore “reserves” (millions of
ounces) still on the books.
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Juniors primary source of new gold reserves

So if the major companies won't be able to find new reserves in time
themselves, what to do then? Sure enough they haw to turn to the
juniors since they are making 75% of all discoveries.

Please dont think those remarks are exaggerated, the majors already
showed an increased interest in juniors for more than two years now:

Barrick opened an office in Vancouver in order to monitor Junior
companies.

“Barrick Gold” s New Office T racks Junior Exploration Cos .”

“Barrick Gold Corp. (NYSE:ABX) has opened a Vancouver office to
monitor junior exploration projects, executiv e vice-president Alex
Davidson said at an exploration conference. Davidson said two or
three employees in the office are tracking junior projects, and visiting
managers of companies and their exploration sites. The local office
also handles Barrick’s exploration efforts around Eskay Creek, its

100%-owned gold mine in northern B.C.” END.

AngloGold CEO Bobby Godsell:

It is the end of big picture gold consolidation; there is no compelling
logic to combining anymore. The real challenge now is how to replace
your ounces for the future.” The race to replace ounces is about to
begin. It will take the form of takeov ers of small producers with long
reserve lives and high quality junior mining companies with large in

ground reserves that can be mined economically END.

A few months later these thoughts were echoed by Sam Jonah, the
company president :

Where will AngloGold by next ?

Sam Jonah, the company president says small gold companies will be the
point of entry.

“W e will look at juniors that hav e attractive assets in there portfolios
and require our expertise and capital to mov e these projects forward.”

Gold Fields: Investing in juniors make sense

lan Cockerill : “W e invest in 10 juniors in the hope that one or two of
them come up trumps, and the value you get off the table there will
pay for the other eight that do not. But y ou are spreading your

exploration dollars, It increases your chance of success.”
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“It has been a very successful program,” Cockerill declared. He
estimated that Gold Fields invested $30 million to $40 million in the
junior exploration company process, converted $120 million in v alue,
of which $40 million w as harvested.” END.

It seems that the interest in juniors slowly morphed into a buying spree
during last quarter 2005:

World’ s Largest Gold Producer to take Significant Position in
Miramar

Miramar Mining Corporation is pleased to announce that it has
entered into an agreement (the “Subscription Agreement”) with
Newmont Mining Corporation of Canada Limited (“Newmont”)
whereby Newmont will purchase, on a priv ate placement basis, 18.5

Goldcorp takes 9.8 % stake in Wolfden

Goldcorp will spend about C$21 million ($17.9 million) to buy a 9.8
percent stake in the mineral exploration firm W olfden. Goldcorp
became interested after a series of good drilling results on the
Bonanza Project in the Red Lake Mining District, Ontario.

Goldcorp buys V irginia’ s Eleonore project

TORONTO, Dec 5 (Reuters) - Goldcorp Inc. will buy Virginia Gold
Mines Inc.’s Eleonore gold project in Quebec in a stock deal alued
at about $420 million, the gold producer said on Monday .

Newmont Mining raises stake in Gabriel Resources to 19%

Newmont Mining Corp., the w orld’s largest gold miner, paid C$30
million to raise its stake in Gabriel Resources, which is developing
the Rosia Montana gold project in Romania, to just under 19%.

The trend is obvious and the acquisition of Virginia’ s Eleonore project
proves beyond any doubt that juniors making discov eries are paying
off!. Before discowery Virginia traded around 1 CAD$ while currently
trading at 11 CADS$. I'm confident y ou can do the math yourself.
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Smart money pouring into juniors

So if the major companies are going after the juniors why wouldn’t you
as an investor do the same? Yu wouldn’t be the only one, one of
world’s most savvy gold industry insiders is doing the same and he’s
not playing here with Mickey Mouse money , he’s investing millions in
promising junior companies. Yes, former Goldcorp CEO Rob McEwen
is certainly in a buying mood and seems to be unstoppable:

From this issue onwards we will closely track those juniors with large
reserve bases. In an environment with fast rising gold prices, shares of
juniors in discov ery phase and large resource bases (few million ounces
gold) will be perform extremely w ell.

We've witnessed this effect over the past few weeks after gold broke the
$500 barrier. The large resenes base provide those juniors a strong
leverage.

The list below is compiled from different publications, but is mostly
based on information giv en by the companies themsehes. Take them as
guesstimates as all resenes sizes are not known exactly but based on
certain presumptions.

For easy comparison we added al known reserves sometimes including
(part of ) the inferred category, which are often not formally accepted.

Your inv estment decisions shouldn't be based on reseres only. The 22
million ounces of Crystallex in V enezuela, still unsure of a mining
permit, can not be compared to the 25 million of ounces of Novagold in
mining friendly Canada.

Major producers are mining betw een 2 and 10 million ounces (each) a
year and have dwindling reserv es of 25 to 100 million ounces of gold
each. So eery year they have to develop or buy a few million ounces to
keep their reserves intact.

Producing companies are very interested in buying discov eries of
minimal 1 million ounce. Bigger discov eries of 2-5 million ounces are
guaranteed big hits.

Virginia’ s Eleonore deposit of 3,5 min ounces vas recently bought by
Goldcorp for almost half a billion dollar . Goldcorp bought Eleonore
even before a feasibility study for a mine construction w as completed.
This is very unusual and shows the eagerness of producers to buy good
discoveries.

Even more amazing was the price that Goldcorp paid Virginia (>$100
per reserve-ounce of gold). The resenes in the ground pre-feasibility
are usaually valued at approximately $25. So Goldcorp paid more then
four times the usual value.

Conclusion: Higher gold prices increases the value of good exploration
companies in discovery stage

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4 - Best Discoveries Cases 2005

In the first issue of The Gold Discovery Letter Northern Dynasty
Minerals (NDM.V) w as ranked as number one in our list of most
interesting discov ery cases.

Well we still are impressed with the company as you can read in the
special about NDM in this current issue. A bid of several billions of
dollars, for the Pebble deposit, can be expected in 2006. When that
would be realized is made you will agree that y ou should have bought
the stock at the start of 2006. It is “only” up 13% in the last two months.

So NDM is still high our list with a number tw o ranking. But the first
place is for Virginia Gold Mines (VIA.T), which ranked second on our
first list.

At the beginning of Nov ember we wrote that an offer on the Eleonore
discovery could be expected soon. V\ll we had a lucky guess since
Goldcorp paid almost half a billion dollar for the property . So itis no
surprise that Virginia is ranked first in this list and on top of our
portfolio with a gain of more then 90% in tw o0 months.

Third best discovery in 2005 is Bear Creek Mining (BCM.V), which has
discovered a silver deposit of probably several hundred million ounces
of silver in Peru.

Canadian mining newspaper The Northern Miner recently trav elled all
the way to the Corani Silver project and came back with a big positive

feature story. BCM gained 37% since we mentioned Bear Creek nine

weeks ago.

Number four is another silv er discovery, but on the other side of the
world, in China. W e are talking about Silvercorp Metals (SVM.T), which
shares gained more then 65%. It only confirms our thesis that investing
upon discovery does pay off indeed!

Last on this list is Farallon Resources (FAN.T) which presented a huge
discovery on their G-9 deposit at the Company’s Campo Morado (zinc,
gold, silver, copper, lead) project in Guerrero State, Mexico. Farallon
had already drilled 500 holes and had developed a large area of new
discoveries but this discovery is the best so far The stock seems to
accelerating to the upside now ands up 27% since we first mentioned it.

According to gold analyst Jay Taylor almost all major companies are
interested in this project because of the enormous size of the deposit.
The economics of scale in projects like this are evident.

History

Initial drilling in the area started already in 1987. IP survey indicated a
large porphyry system. Drill hole number 6 soon discov ered the Pebble
deposit. Between 1990 and 1992 drilling accelerated. Betwen 1992 and
1999 less then 30 holes wre drilled. In 1997 exploration accelerated
again. 87 drill holes confirmed the Pebble deposit.

In 2001 the Hunter Dickinson Group bought the mining rights from
Cominco and in 2002 Northern Dynasty completed a 68 hole / 37,000 ft
drilling program resulting in four exciting new discov eries on the
exploration area.
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Till 2004 Northern Dynasty’ s drilling program expanded
the size of the Rebble deposit. Independent resource
estimate by Norw est Corporation confirmed a w orld
class gold-copper porphyry deposit later that y ear.

In 2005 Northern Dynasty started w orking on the $34.5
million program to complete in a bankable feasibility
study. In 2005 on the east zone of the Ebble deposit a
large new discovery “East Zone” w as made.

More good stuff

The following circumstances make this discovery case
even more interesting;

1- Northern Dynasty is a member of the Hunter
Dickinson Group. This company has an amazing
track record. Hunter Dickinson companies w ere
responsible for inv esting $300 million in 10
exploration v entures since 1985. Three of them,
Golden Bear, Mount Milligan and Kemess, all in
British Columbia, Canada, have been sold to
major companies for development and tw o have
become major mines. These entures have netted
investment returns of more than 1000% for
shareholders. Farallon, already in our portfolio,
and Great Basin Gold, added to our portfolio, are
also part of the same group.

2- The Pebble deposit can be found in the mining
friendly state of Alaska. Mining permits will not
be a problem and the infrastructure, for energy
and transport, can be quite easily arranged.

We think shares of Northern Dynasty are very

underv alued at the moment. Big excitement among
inv estors after the big discovery in 2003 send Northern
Dynasty shares from $0,25 at the end of 2002 to a
discovery high of $9 a year later. That was a gain of
almost more then 3500 %.

During the correction of 2004 and 2005 the stock
corrected to under $3. In the past year NDM’s shares
traded between $3 and $5 dollars. The last days of
December 2005 the shares broke out aboe $5 for the first
time in more then a year.

What are Porphyry deposits?

These deposits contain
hundreds of millions to
billions of tonnes of ore
grading from 0.2% to more
than 1% copper and 0.4 to 2
grams gold per tonne. As an
example, the porphyry
copper mine at Bingham,
Utah, contains an average of
0.6% copper in more than 2
billion tonnes of ore. Because
of their low grades,

porphyry mines must be
low-cost. To keep costs
down, these are mined as
open-pit operations, which
are less costly to run than
underground mines. The size
of many of these deposits
renders such operations
huge. For example, at 800
metres deep and 4 km wide,
the pit in Bingham, Utah, is
the largest man-made
excavation in the w orld.

Due to the recent sale of another North American discovery we know
what majors are willing to pay for an ounce of gold in the ground. The
Eleonore discovery of Virginia of approximately 3,5 million ounces w as
sold to Goldcorp for more then 400 million US dollars.
